In order to complete Form TE1 the transferor (the person giving the payment entitlements) needs their own Entitlement Transfer ID and the Entitlement Transfer ID of the transferee (the person receiving the payment entitlements). Your Entitlement Transfer ID can be obtained from the Online Entitlements Register or from your Entitlement Statement.
