INSTRUCTIONS

1. The owner/exporter submits a separate Owner’s Declaration PART 1 for each female donor to the certifying vet/centre/ team vet to establish initial eligibility of donor animal regarding TB and BR. 
For residency periods in GB the owner/vet asks DaeraTradeExports@daera-ni.gov.uk to request disease status checks from APHA GB. 
For residency periods outside UK, the owner must seek evidence from the relevant competent authority. 
2. The vet submits the Owner’s Declaration PART 1 to the local DAERA DVO with a request for a Veterinary Support Certificate VSSPT Screening Pre-Collection Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A-INTRA
The vet enters “VSSPT request” in the subject line of the email and specifies the type of VSSPT required. 

If the VSSPT is not received within 1 working day, contact the relevant DVO office to   obtain it.

3. If VSSPT Screening Pre-collection Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A-INTRA is issued to the vet by DAERA CSB, the vet should advise the owner/exporter to gather evidence for Owner’s Declaration PART 2 and have all evidence available before collection of the germinal product so that VSSPT Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A-INTRA can be requested in time. When unknown, certificates should be obtained from farm vets to confirm herd disease and health statuses, as required. 
The vet retains VSSPT Screening Pre-collection, any relevant disease clearances for non-NI residencies and any support certificates from farm vets as part of the evidence for completion of EHC 2112(NI) and SUP(NI) GP. 
4. Pre-export, the Owner submits Owner’s Declaration PART 2 and relevant evidence to the vet. The supporting evidence would be, for example, TB and BR lifetime disease clearances for donors that resided outside NI and certificates for imported animals from the relevant competent authorities.  
5. The exporter applies for EHC 2112(NI) via DECOL at the green bar “Start your application”, here Germinal Products | Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs
6. In SUP(NI) GP guidance for uploading the supplementary certificate

7. The vet submits the Owner’s Declaration PART 2 to the local DAERA DVO with a request for a Veterinary Support Certificate VSSPT Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A-INTRA.
The vet enters “VSSPT request” in the subject line of the email and specifies the type of VSSPT required.

If the VSSPT is not received within 1 working day, the CO should contact the relevant DVO office to obtain it.

8. If clear for relevant diseases, DAERA CSB issues VSSPT Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A-INTRA to the vet. This is valid for 10 days. 
9. In cases where the oocytes/embryos are collected after OD PART 2 is completed, the certifying vet requests the owner to complete Section IV of OD PART 2 to confirm movement, health and disease statuses for the intervening period between the first signature and collection. If any disease status has changed, the certifying vet must contact DAERATradeExports@daera-ni.gov.uk. 
10. In cases where the oocytes/embryos are collected from the same donor, its VSSPT Screening Pre-Collection is valid for a 6-month period; the aPVP must request a VSSPT Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A-INTRA for each export application. 

11. A VSSPT Bov-Oocytes-Emb-A must be requested for each export application in all scenarios, regardless of collection arrangements and donor statuses.

12. VSSPTs are valid for 10 days. 

13. All applications for VSSPTs and certificates must be made at least 2 working days before export for completion of disease checks and certificates.  

14. The certifying officer completes EHC 2112 and SUP(NI) GP; refer to guidance.

15. The certifying officer uploads a copy of the completed certificate to the AVP portal within 7 working days of issue
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
