	Option Description and Outcome:
	Grazing suppresses coarse grasses and woody plants, preventing the transition from grassland to scrub and woodland.  Rare and delicate species benefit from variations in the vegetation created by grazing.  Furthermore, the ‘gaps’ created in the sward by animal hooves encourage seed germination. 
Remedial management will address undergrazing, overgrazing, damage associated with supplementary feeding sites and lack of active management on breeding wader sites.  
In particular, appropriate grazing will benefit ground nesting birds and the marsh fritillary butterfly.
