Under the legislation the Department is not required to provide information that is 
already available in a form accessible by the public. This is in line with the exemption 
under Section 21 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 as this information is 
accessible via other means.  
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The information you requested is available in Annual Resource Accounts for the 
corresponding financial years.  These accounts are published on the DAERA website.

The supply of information in response to a freedom of information request does not 

confer an automatic right to re-use the information.
