	Parkland and lowland wood pasture are areas of open grassland with mature trees spaced at various densities within a historic designed landscape. Parkland and lowland wood pasture are often associated with other habitats such as woodlands, lakes, ponds, rivers and streams. The trees, which will have been planted to enhance the landscape, are present as specimens, clumps, avenues, lines and copses and the open parkland and wood pasture will have a history of being grazed. 
Remedial management will address undergrazing, overgrazing, damage associated with supplementary feeding sites and lack of active management on parkland.
