	Option Description and Outcome:
	Woodlands are areas where the tree canopy covers at least 50% of the ground area. The canopy must contain at least 50% native broadleaf tree species. There are three types of woodland: mixed ash, oak and wet woodland. Oakwood is dominated by oak, but other tree species such as birch, rowan, holly, ash and hazel may be present. Typical oakwood plants include bluebell, wood anemone, bramble, wood-rush, ferns and bracken, with a large number of mosses and lichens likely to be present.
Remedial management will address damage associated with past management such as the use of supplementary feeding sites and lack of appropriate management on an area of ungrazed oakwood.
