	Option Description and Outcome:
	Woodlands are areas where the tree canopy covers at least 50% of the ground area. The canopy must contain at least 50% native broadleaf tree species. There are three types of woodland: mixed ash, oak and wet woodland. Tree species commonly found in wet woodland include alder, birch and willow. Ash, oak and other tree species can be found on drier areas within wet woodlands. Typical plants of wet woodland include lesser celandine, marsh marigold, marsh bedstraw, opposite-leaved golden saxifrage, heather, sedges, mosses and lichens. Plants, indicative of nutrient rich conditions, such as nettle, docks and grasses, may also be present.
Remedial management will address damage associated with past management such as the use of supplementary feeding sites and lack of appropriate management on an area of ungrazed wet woodland.
