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Section 1 Introduction
This guide sets the requirements which have to be met when importing controlled material into Northern Ireland. The controls prevent the spread of economically and environmentally damaging pests and diseases. Not all tree species are subject to quarantine controls. Only those which are known to host harmful pests and diseases are subject to special requirements or, where the risk is too great and no effective treatment is known, prohibition. Some species are only controlled where they originate in certain countries where quarantine pests are known to occur. Those genera and species currently controlled are:
· All conifers (Coniferae) eg Euopean redwood and whitewood, maritime pine, spruce, pine, fir, western red cedar; originating in third countries (except wood which originates in a European third country and which is bark-free).

· Maple (Acer saccharum) (otherwise known as hard maple, suger maple, rock maple) originating in the USA or Canada.

· Sweet chestnut (Castanea) originating in any third country (except wood which is bark free).

· Oak (Quercus) originating in the USA.

· Plane (Plantanus) originating in the USA, Switzerland, Armenia.

· Poplar/Aspen (Populus) originating in countries of the American continent.

· Ash (Fraxinea) originating in any country (except wood which is bark free or if sawn kiln dried).
· Chinese walnut originating in Canada, China, Japan, Mongolia, Republic of Korea, Russia, Taiwan, USA.
· David elm originating in Canada, China, Japan, Mongolia, Republic of Korea, Russia, Taiwan, USA.

· Japanese wingnut originating in Canada, China, Japan, Mongolia, Republic of Korea, Russia, Taiwan, USA.

· Birch (Betula) originating in Canada, USA.

Unless you are using an agent who is already registered to handle  import formalities with Her Majesty’s Revenue and Customs (HMRC), the first thing you or your agent must do is to register with the Forest Service (FS). Once registered you must give the FS advance notice of landing.

Prohibited material can be imported under licence if it is for trial or scientific purposes. The prohibations on landing controlled material does not apply to wood without bark which does not exceed 5 pieces and I metre each in length in the baggage of a passenger or other traveller and is not intended for use in the course of a trade of business, is intended for household use and has been grown in and consigned to Northern Ireland from the Euro-Mediterranean area. 
Third country imports of controlled material may be subject to inspection fees. The charges consist of three elements: a documentary check, an identity check, and a plant health check. If remedial action is required because of non- compliance addition charges will be incurred. Importers are liable for the cost of all remedial work including the destruction of any material.
The following products are not controlled (but any wood contained in the packaging, including dunnage, must comply with the requirements). 
Cones for decorative purposes, wood charcoal, wood wool, wood flour, veneer sheets and sheets for plywood (not exceeding 6 mm in thickness), wood tongued and grooved, rebated, chamfered or moulded, particle board and similar boards of wood, fibreboard (of wood), plywood, veneered panels and similar wood, densified wood, wooden frames for paintings, mirrors or similar objects, tools, tool handles, broom handles of wood, builders joinery and carpentry of wood (for example, doors, windows, stairs, door or window frames, shingles and shakes), tableware and kitchenware of wood, wood marquetry and inlaid wood (for example ornamental carvings, statuettes, caskets or cases for cutlery or jewellery), other manufactured articles of wood (animal housing, coat hangers, oars, coffins, theatrical scenery, fencing panels), non controlled genera eg birch, beech and all tropical hardwoods.
The requirements described in this guide may change at short notice, so if in doubt, or you wish to check current restrictions, contact the Forest Service. This guide was prepared by Ralph Barron October 2017.
Prohibited tree pests are listed in Section 6 including wood and bark that is infected with tree pests. Northern Ireland is classified as a protective zone, and as such, material from outside Northern Ireland may not be landed or moved if it does not meet the prescribed landing requirements or it is carrying, or infected with tree pests.
Wood packaging material entering Northern Ireland from outside the European Union with the exception of Switzerland must be ISPM 15 compliant. Wood packaging material which is subject to these measures includes cases, packing cases, boxes, crates, drums, and similar packings, pallets, box pallets and other load boards and pallet collars. Wood packaging material not actually in use but imported as a consignment must meet the same rules that apply to sawn wood of the same genera or species. Where it is not possible to identify the genera or species, the material will be regarded as controlled. Bearers, stickers and spacers which form part of a timber pack, and are integrated into the timber packs, do not need to be marked to ISPM15 standards or treated. This is because they are certified as meeting landing requirements via the phytosanitary industry or mill certificate which accompanies the pack of timber.
